Japan’s immigration reform bill (Nyukanho Kaisei‘an), though
once repealed, was passed on 9 June 2023. What does this
mean for the Japanese society? In the seminar after
screening director Ko Chanyu’s documentary Watashitachiwa
Ningenda! (We Are Human!; 2022), we attempt to reflect
upon issues as follows: the discrimination against Koreans,
which was considered the origin of Japan's immigration
system, the exclusionism against newcomers, the Technical
Intern Training Program, the suppression of ethnic education,
as well as the human rights of refugees, in relation to the
death of Wishma Sandamari at the Nagoya Immigration
Bureau in 2021, and the amendments to the Immigration
Control Act (Nyukanho). By doing so, this seminar seeks to
connect the history and the present of legal and institutional
immigration policies and provide an understanding of the
